Appendix A

Response received from the Metropolitan Police in relation to the
queried CAD numbers

1) CAD 3908 14t NOV 2018 does not exist but CAD 3864 of the
same date relates to males outside informant’s address - No
offences.

2) 96 calls to Police from the informant between 14t September 2019
and 15" September 2020 — difficult to view all individual and linked
CAD references.

3) Any CADs more than one year old are archived and need special
access to retrieve.

4) 21st Aug - CAD 5880 relates to 8 men standing near building
smoking Cannabis. They were not causing ASB and were not
found on CCTV.

5) CAD 5968 - a male was following the informant around on a push
scooter. No offences alleged.

6) The Police were unable to retrieve all the CAD references.
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
