1. The Health and Wellbeing Board was established by Council on 9 May 2013, in
accordance with the Health and Social Care Act 2012, with the aim of seeking to
improve the quality of life of the local population and provide high level
collaboration between the Council, the NHS and other agencies to develop and
oversee the strategy and commissioning of local health services.

2. Since its inception the Board has been Chaired by the Leader of the Council with
this role enshrined with the Terms of Reference and in Article 7 of the Constitution.
The Terms of Reference also stipulate that the Vice-Chairman shall be the Cabinet
Member for Social Services, Housing, Health & Wellbeing. Other Statutory
Members that may attend meetings are:

A representative from Healthwatch Hillingdon
