REVIEW OF COUNCIL CONSTITUTION - RESIDENTS' SERVICES SCHEME OF
DELEGATIONS AND STATEMENT OF LICENSING POLICY

RECOMMENDATION: That for all functions under the Licensing Act 2003 and the
Gambling Act 2005, the Residents Services Scheme of Delegations,
(Administrative, Technical & Business Support section) be amended to include
the following wording:

"Where a Ward Councillor makes representations upon an application within
their ward, in writing, to the Head of Administrative, Technical and Business
Services within the appropriate statutory period of consultation for the
application, that application shall be submitted to the Licensing Sub-Committee
for determination. The Ward Councillor must include in their representations the
reasons why they wish the application to be determined by the Sub-Committee."

In addition the role of the Ward Councillor within the Statement of Licensing
Policy be amended accordingly.
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Information

1. Members will be aware that the Scheme of Delegations relating to the
determination of planning matters within the authority includes a provision for
Ward Councillors to have an application 'called-in' for determination by the
appropriate Planning Committee even if that application would normally have been
dealt with by officers under delegated authority.

2. It is recommended that this facility should be extended to Ward Councillors in
relation to Licensing applications.

Legal Implications.

3. The Borough Solicitor confirms that the Licensing Act 2003 guidance issued by the
Home Office in April 2017 includes the general principle that, where there have
been no representations made in relation to an application, such an application
must be granted, subject only to conditions that are consistent with the operating
schedule and relevant mandatory conditions. Hearings should not be held for
uncontested applications.

4. Should representations be made by a Ward Councillor, it is perfectly in order for
the Council to adopt the proposed procedure for those representations to be heard
by the Sub-Committee.
