Mr Kartar Singh Lamba is the Designated Premises Supervisor (DPS) and the
Premises Licence Holder {(PLH) for Eastcote News. He also has a personal licence
issued by the London Borough of Ealing, number 010590. Mr Lamba currently trades
under licence number LLBH 75/05, granted by the London Barough of Hillingdon to
permit the sale of alcohol at the premises named Eastcote News at 239 Field End
Road, Eastcote HA4 9NJ since 7% March 2017.

Acting on intelligence received, the Trading Standards Service accompanied by
brand representatives from the Alcohol and Tobacce Industry conducted inspections
of premises suspected to sell illicit goods on 26" April 2018. lllicit tobacco products
were found concealed on the premises which were seized by Trading Standards ‘
| Officers. Full details of the seized items are listed in the additional information. As a

| result of this visit breaches of the above mentioned legislation were reported.

This premise previcusly traded under the company Eastcote Newsbox Ltd for which
Mr Kartar Singh Lamba was a Director, along with Mr Kuldip Singh Bedi. This
company was incorporated on 6" September 2011 and dissolved on 7" February
 2017. There is previous history associated with the premise during the time that it
| has been run by the above named persons. They have been visited, inspected and
advised in the past by Trading Standards, the Metropolitan Police and the Licensing
team.

The Trading Standards Service believes that this indicates a flagrant disregard of the
law which raises questions as to whether the business is managed in accordance
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Licensing Act 2003
Sections 51 and 87

with licensing objectives.

In the circumstances, the London Borough of Hillingdon, Trading Standards Service
feel that it would be a necessary and proportionate response to request a review of
the premises licence with a view to suspend the licence for a period of atleast one
month and to add the following conditions to the licence. Further that conditions from
the other relevant authorities also be added.

Proposed Trading Standards conditions:

e No alcoholic drinks or tobacco will be purchased by the premises from
unannounced sellers calling at the premises.

e All alcohol and tobacco products will be purchased from established and bona
fide VAT registered traders, who provide invoices or receipts.

¢ Invoices for all stock bought will be kept on file for a minimum of 12 months and
will be made available to the Police, HMRC officers and Authorised Local
Authorities Officers upon request,

6. The staff member placed a call to the owner, Mr Kartar Singh Lamba and |
spoke with him over the phone, explaining the reason for our visit and
asking him whether he had any illicit alcohol or tobacco in the shop. He

responded to state that there was no illegal products.

7. An inspection of the premises was conducted and counterfeit standardised

packaged cigarettes were found placed inside the tobacco gantry. These
were identified by Mr Horsey at approximately 11.40am.

8. Also found were two counterfeit SanDisk 16GB memory cards, identified
by Mr Harrison.

9. These items were seized and recorded on the 'Seizure Notice', number
1232. | produce the office copy of said notice, identified as GKS/2.

10.Mr Kartar Singh Lamba arrived at the premises at approximately 11.50am
and he was informed of what had occured. He stated that some man had
visited and sold the tobacco from his car. On querying what this man
looked like, his name, his vehicle details, any description, Mr KS Lamba
could not provide one.

On 26" April 2018 | was present in a shop in Uxbridge with Trading Standards officer Kiran Seyan.

f noticed on the Gantry of this store 17x20 packs of Lambert and Butler cigarettes. These were offered
for sale at £8.99 per pack.

Having completed an examination of said products. | can now confirm that the print and materials used
in the manufacture of all these packs above were not consistent with Imperial Tobacco Ltd specifications.

Consequently, | can state that the products which | have examined were not made by Imperial Tobacco
Ltd nor did Imperial Tobacco Ltd authorise their manufacture or sale.

They are in fact counterfeit.

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These packets were then handed over to Kiran Seyan who seized them and placed them into an evidence
bag, along with other items seized from the store.

I can confirm that Imperial Tobacco Ltd owns the registered trademarks for Lambert and Butter
cigarettes. | produce a copy of the trade mark certificate in respect of this brand, Exhibit SH1.
