I write regarding your application to renew your street trading pitch licence for the above 
location. It has come to the attention of the Licensing Section that there has been no 
trading activity for a significant period from this pitch and that the trailer has been closed 
for a number of months. 
 
It is therefore our our view under the London Local Authorities Act 1990 section 25(6)(c), 
that grounds exist to refuse to renew your Street Trading Licence. The reason for refusal 
under S25(6)(c) is as follows: 
 
25(6) ...the Council may refuse an application on any of the following grounds: 

(c) that the applicant is an individual who has without reasonable excuse 
failed personally to avail himself fully of a previous street trading licence; 

 
In simple terms, this section allows for refusal where street trading activity is licensed but 
where the licence holder has not made full use of the trading pitch. 
 
I can confirm that clarification was sought from you regarding the dates and times on 
which you traded. You claimed that you were open very briefly but no clear time period 
was specified.  
 
As you are aware, pitches in this borough are in extremely high demand and the Council 
has a duty to ensure that all licensed premises and pitches are used to their full potential. 
 
You are advised that the Council will be refusing your licence unless you decide to make 
full written representations within 21 days of this letter. 
 



 

Should you decide to make representations under Section 29 of the London Local 
Authorities Act 1990, the case will be determined by the Licensing Sub-Committee and 
you will be afforded the opportunity to explain how you intend to operate the business.
